Description 

For the assessment of the award criteria, a weighting approach is required. For projects 
where a robust total cost of ownership (TCO) approach can be applied, main aspects 
including operation and maintenance are already covered and only a few additional 
parameters like quality, design, warranty and end-of-life aspects are to be added. So, for 
example, energy consumption and maintenance aspects are already covered in the 
electricity and maintenance costs and double counting has to be avoided. Consequently, 
TCO has a large part of the total weight. The weighting of criteria typically has to be 
adapted to local needs and requirements. Thus, the approach recommended here is just 
one possible option
